SUMMARY

Current general fund appropriations are not sufficient to fully fund all court positions
and operating costs. Operating costs for the South Carolina Judicial Department (SCJD)
have been funded primarily with court fines and fees collected in accordance with the
South Carolina Code of Laws 8-21-230, 14-1-203,14-1-204, 14-1-212, 17-22-350, and 22-
3-340. Court fines and fees are at a decade low and have proven not to be a reliable
and static source of revenue. While revenue sources have decreased, the cost of
providing support for SCID operations have increased. While fortunate to have had
cash reserves available in past fiscal years, the Department has been forced to
supplement declining revenues by using non-recurring cash balances to pay recurring
expenditures.

SCID has had to increase administrative staff to provide adequate support for the
statewide judicial system. Efforts to improve the efficiency of court operations have
prompted the Legislature to add more trial court judges and staff. The statewide
information technology initiative that established network connectivity for the eight
levels of court within forty —six counties required the creation of an Information
Technology Department and the hiring of technical staff. However, no additional
general fund allocations have been awarded to fund the Department's statewide
support functions, such as Human Resources, Procurement, Finance, and Appellate
Court Staffing, and Court Administration.

Additionally, inflation continues to drive the cost of goods and services up materially
affecting service delivery. SCJD has shifted non-recurring resources to cover recurring
needs such as travel, rent, and operating supplies.

The Department is requesting recurring general fund appropriations to provide stable
funding for administrative costs to support the statewide unified judicial system.

Over the past 16 years, the South Carolina Judicial Department (SCJD) has established
network connectivity for the eight levels of court in 46 counties as well as shared data
with the executive and legislative branches of government. As the Courts in all counties
are critically dependent on SCID's infrastructure it is imperative that SCID keep pace
with the ever-changing demands on technology. Staying abreast of the ever-changing
demands reduces inefficiency and unnecessary risk to court operations. Last year, the
Data Center's infrastructure and computers were at the end of life cycles, therefore
SCID created an annualized plan for maintenance, network infrastructure and
equipment. Once again, recurring funding for systematic replacement of aging
SUMMARY equipment and scheduled maintenance is required to ensure maximum availability of
department resources. Updated technology is essential to maintain court operations
effectively and efficiently for employees and the citizens of South Carolina. Also, on-
going support and maintenance of core security measures that were implemented over
the past several years are critical to secure the function of the court system.
Maintaining the security of its records continues to be a critical priority for SCID. The
Department continues to take a risk-based approach to prioritizing and implementing
relevant security solutions that protect both the court system and its customers (the
citizens of our state) from threats to the confidentiality, integrity, or availability of data.
